1. Avoid	planting	oaks	and	zelkovas	in	the	fall.	
2. No	more	than	40%	of	the	trees	planted	on	a	single	street	or	in	a	half	mile	area	should	be	

of	the	same	species.	
3. Spacing	should	depend	upon	mature	branch	spread,	generally	40	to	50	feet	apart	for	

large	trees.	
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
