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OCTOBER UPDATE

In the month of September, the following items were covered by the SBTF:

· Presentation to the committee by Carolyn Sarno of NEEP (Northeast Energy Efficiency Partnership) regarding the benefits of “green construction”.  Her PowerPoint presentation is available for viewing as a link from the SBTF webpage.

· Enrollment projection review – Selectman Steve Dungan (member of the former School Building Committee) presented the committee with a detailed overview of enrollment projection research and conclusions utilized by the former SBC.  Michael Wood has requested an updated enrollment projection from NESDEC (New England School Development Council) which should be available to us by the beginning of November.

· Our Design Review Subcommittee conducted interviews and selected  Symmes, Maini & McKee Associates (SMMA) as our first choice for an architect to help formulate and select design options for presentation at Town Meeting.  Negotiations are currently in progress.

· The task force continues to prepare the Statement of Interest (SOI) for submission to the Massachusetts School Building Authority (MSBA) for project reimbursement consideration.  (Moratorium on school project funding will be lifted on July 31, 2007).  The SOI is a detailed description of our needs based on eight statutory funding priorities.
