· OUTREACH

· Series of community meetings starting on January 22: criteria; February 26: present options; March 12: two advanced options.  Goal of series: having dialogue in advance of town meeting

· Have asked SMMA to complete due diligence on Hale campus
· Interested in any progress of landbanking

· Lake Boon/Pine Bluff property deed restricted to recreation
· PROGRAM

· Created subcommittee to meet with architects and District administrative team to review requirements of space (classrooms, core space, support space)
· Key conclusion is that even without increase in population, core space is woefully inadequate (particularly at Pompo): classrooms have taken over all support/SPED space and cafegymatorium is seriously undersized

· Going forward with tentative 660 enrollment figure, acknowledging that core space is harder to add on to later and may exceed current conservative enrollment figures
