· Posted on July 26

· More than 30 requests for the RFP

· Briefing Session to be held August 9 at Center School with Sara Kilkenny, Ellen Sturgis and Bill Wrigley

· STATEMENT OF INTEREST

· Can be submitted at any time through July 31, 2007 (23 districts to date)
· Must be submitted for each school for which we will apply for funding

· Based on the priorities of the enabling legislation, we must provide a detailed description of the deficiency in that area and what steps we have already taken (if any) to mitigate the problems; being drafted by Michael Wood
· Both Selectmen and School Committee must approve the SOI by majority vote before submitted; must be signed and certified by Town Administrator, Chair of School Committee and Superintendent*

*getting clarification on this given our status (MSBA presumes regional school district owns the buildings)
· CRITERIA

· An iterative process—started early on with our first take on what needed to be considered

· Applied this list to the options we discussed/heard presented

· Have agreed upon definitions of the “pre-screen” or required criteria

· Will be the groundwork upon which we evaluate design options

· OUTREACH
